	Cllr. Moorhouse declared a prejudicial interest in 09/10/19 (i)


	03/10/19
	Reports:
A: County Councillor’s Report: None.
B: Borough Councillors’ Report: Cllr. Farrell advised that a Climate Emergency was declared at the HPBC full council meeting on Oct. 15th, and reminded the meeting of the electric vehicle charging point planned for the main car park. Cllr. Farrell expressed concern over a lack of buses serving Castleton during the middle of the day. Cllr. Topping mentioned the 273/2 services, of which there are a few to cover this period.

	Public Participation: 
7 residents attended to discuss planning application NP/HPK/0919/0954 – 09/10/19 Aii). The councillors noted their concerns, and Cllr. Topping urged individual residents to comment independently, to give more strength to their objections, adding that the Council will recommend a site visit from the PDNPA Planning Dept.
1 resident asked whether the double yellow lines, previously planned for Millbridge, could be reconsidered. Cllr. Topping noted the request, and advised he would contact Highways, to discuss.

	Minutes of Last Meeting and Matters Relating Thereto:
A: The Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 25th September 2019 were considered. 
The Minutes were then approved, and the Chair signed them as true and accurate records of those 
meetings (prop NG, sec AD, unan)
B: Matters relating to minutes of the last meeting – 

i) Cllr. Fisher asked for the lawnmower warranty to be investigated with the supplier, as it was only purchased in June 2018, and warranty paperwork wasn’t received. Clerk to contact.

	Condition of the Village: 
A: 3 representatives from the Environment Agency and the Flood Resilience Team delivered a presentation to the meeting, to inform of their assessments after extreme weather events in July/August led to severe flooding in Castleton.
Briefly, the presentation included work done to date, issues surrounding development of a flood warning system for the village, and suggestions for next steps towards reducing flood risk in future.

The team answered questions from those present, and welcomed input, pointing out that feedback from local people would lead to more meaningful solutions.

Cllr. Garrow thanked the team for the extremely informative presentation and advised that he will continue to coordinate the proposed engagement with the community.

The presentation is to be made available to the councillors, who will then share with those interested.
Following the presentation, the councillors discussed the importance of vigilance by residents, and the role of the Parish Council in encouraging and facilitating any necessary reporting and actions, in order to reduce future risk.

B: The expenditure options to benefit the village introduced at the informal meeting on 26th September were then discussed, with a view to utilising the NS&I reserve account. The following were then resolved unanimously, subject to the Clerk establishing the appropriate legal power for each item (eg Section 137):
i) £500 to further extend Dirty Lane, in addition to the £495 Rights of Way Minor Maintenance Grant (prop NT, sec AD) - Highways Act 1980 s43
ii) Improvements to the well-used footpath linking Robinlands Lane to Squires Lane, budget to be confirmed (prop NS, sec NF) - Highways Act 1980 s43

iii) New Burial Ground sign, budget £400 (prop NS, sec JB) – L.G.A. 1972 s214
iv) New, eye-catching Council noticeboard, budget £750 (prop NT, sec NF) – L.G.A. 1972 s142

v) 2 x vibrant “Welcome to Castleton” signs, for each end of village, budget £1000 (prop AD, sec JB) – L.G.A. 1972 s144

vi) Smart water Kits, previously resolved and already distributed, but invoice not yet received, to be paid from NS&I account (prop NT, sec BM) – Local Govt & Rating Act 1997 s31 

vii) Provide a minimum of 3 additional waste bins for the village (prop NT, sec NF) – Litter Act 1983 s5
NB Clerk to first enquire as to whether HPBC might help with provision, due to existing bins witnessed to be overflowing prior to council collections, therefore clearly inadequate for the number of visitors.

viii) Enquire with W.I. members, regarding possible plans for providing events and support for senior residents eg by contributing towards hire of Village Hall – S.137
ix) Purchase of large lawnmower, as per the projection from the Playing Fields Committee, to ultimately make maintenance and grass cutting more cost effective. Proposed cost £3484, with an annual service contract £193, and a relatively short, positive, payback period (Prop NT, sec BM) S.137 

x) Various wall damage repairs – (to include the east section of Goosehill Green, previously approved) – S.137 for walls other than Goosehill Green.
xi) British Legion Wreath for Market Place - £40; Christmas Tree for Church – £20 (both prop NF, sec BM)
xii) Market Place Christmas Tree – Cllr. Bradley to organise

C: Back Street parking issues – Cllr. Spooner reported that the vehicle parked for several weeks has now been removed.
D: The Councillors understand they are unlikely to be able to stop the vehicles parking at the bottom of Winnats Pass

E: 

i) Cllr. Moorhouse to arrange for another coat of varnish to the benches at Goosehill Bridge, after a resident reported that one of them appears to be deteriorating.

ii) Contractor still awaited to repair damage to Burial Ground wall. The Councillors queried whether to seek an alternative quotation.

F: The Chair and the Clerk signed the updated Commercial Waste/Recycling Agreement for the Burial Ground Waste Bin.

G: Cllr. Darlington will ask the contractor to further extend Dirty Lane, in addition to the original extension already agreed.

H: Cllr. Bradley alerted the meeting that the pop-up tipi/pub on How Lane is going ahead again, beginning Friday 15th November, despite complaints from residents and problems generated last year. Cllr. Topping to write to HPBC, to ascertain why there has been no consultation with the Parish Council.

	Planning:
A: The following applications were discussed, and the Clerk instructed to report the Council’s views to PDNPA:
(Cllr. Moorhouse left the meeting)
i) NP/HPK/1019/1108 – 1, Sunnyside Villas, Buxton Rd, Castleton – Single Storey extension and alterations to windows.

Resolved to comment with the following objections:

a) Exterior work has already been completed, with work carried out before the date stated in the application;

b) The upper East facing windows overlook the neighbouring property;

If the windows in b) are fitted with opaque glass, the council has no other objections to the proposals.
(Cllr. Moorhouse returned to the meeting)
ii) NP/HPK/0919/0954 – Adventure Quip, The Stones, Castleton – Change of use from A1 shop to 2 holiday lets.

Resolved to comment with the following objections:

a) There is no provision for parking, contrary to the ample parking stated in the application;

b) The Council has received representations from several neighbours voicing their concerns, particularly with respect to parking;

c) The property under its A1 shop use was previously used during working hours. If used as holiday lets there would be the potential for noise and disturbance outside these hours.
The Council will urge that a site visit from PDNPA representatives is vital to fully appreciate the situation.

iii) A handwritten request from a resident (which was received after the agenda had been published) to extend an existing field shelter behind the Burial Ground was noted by the Councillors. The Clerk was asked to obtain advice from DALC
B: Resolved to note there were no planning decisions, as notified by PDNPA, to report.
