	Nonpecuniary interests were declared. Clerk on behalf of Cllr. N. Spooner and Cllr. J. Simm (Council Matters Item C), requested a dispensation which was granted by the Chair.

	Reports:
A: County Councillor’s Report: None this month. 
B: Borough Councillor’s Report: None this month.
C: Police Report: Clerk in the absence of PCSO Will Brockett reported the following incidents in and around Castleton:

15th June – Peveril Castle, Market Place, theft – English Heritage Castle attraction, between the late evening and early hours of the following morning suspects stole wooden bench from the castle grounds. 

17th June – Buxton Road, Overloaded car – Report of a vehicle that was dangerously overloaded, no sign of the vehicle on attendance.

18th June 2024 – Hollowford Training Centre, Burglary – Non-residential – Overnight 2 storage sheds on the playing fields had their padlocks forced and entry gained. Contents of the sheds searched but nothing stolen.

18th June 2024 – Derwent House, How Lane, Burglary – Residential - Evening. Residential street - rear garden. Offender/s enter IP's garden via neighbours drive and garden, forced lock off shed and steals 3 mountain bikes from inside.

19th June 2024 – Old Mam Tor Road, TWOC - Abandoned vehicle Taken Without Owners’ Consent (stolen) by male using tow truck, concerned resident makes police aware who managed to stop truck as it was leaving the area. Stolen vehicle and offender’s vehicle seized and a male from the South Yorkshire area was arrested.

Other news:
Whilst on foot patrol the Police came across the damaged property on Back St, Castleton. They have spoken with the resident and family. Derbyshire building control and insurance company are aware and have attended the site.
Cllr. A. Darlington expanded on the above, the incident involved an HGV travelling through Castleton due to the closure of Brough Road, which caused the damage to the cottage on the corner of Market Place. The Parish Council reported the issue to Derbyshire County Council department managing the road closure, who investigated and identified the company to whom the vehicle was destined. 

The Parish Council also contacted the company involved who confirmed that it was the drivers first attendance to the site, and they got lost on route, but they have since been inducted. 
The Parish Council working with Derbyshire County Council gained agreement that issues raised can be emailed directly to James Adams (james.adams@derbyshire.gov.uk) who is collating all the information on why HGV’s are getting into the village and onto Winnats, with a view to using this data to make further improvements regarding instructions for the diversion. The situation continues to be monitored with further signage still to be placed. Two HGVs reported in Castleton did have commercial satnavs but weren’t using them and either ignored or misinterpreted diversion signage. DCC will continue to monitor and tighten up restrictions in response.
The contact information has been shared with residents via the village email group, requesting residents to report any violations/issues.
In addition to the above it has also been reported that cones and signage had been removed, where the house was damaged, without permission.

Standing Orders Suspended.

Resident 2 stated that there are issues using the formal route to notify Highways, but there are two different routes that can be used and are included in the guides produced and advertised on the Concerned for Castleton Facebook page. That the Police also need to be notified of any issues.

Standing Orders Reinstated.

D: Chair Report: No report this month.

	Public Participation:
Resident 1 – Raised concerns on the number of wide vehicles, mainly buses, using Winnats. The wide buses are causing disruption when trying to get in or out of the village. Why is there a need for these vehicles, for example monitoring the Shuttle bus, due to the number of users, a minibus would be more appropriate?
In addition to the above, there are issues with cyclists experiencing difficulties due to the buses, could Derbyshire County Council consider putting in cycle lanes up to the turning circle. It was felt that this is a real health and safety issue.
Standing Orders Suspended.

A brief discussion took place, it was thought that the cycle up and down Winnats was an iconic route for cyclists and was a big draw, therefore this may not be wanted by them. It was argued that health and safety issues should override this argument. With the width of vehicle that are causing problems, cyclists nearly hitting these and in addition there was a death some years ago when a cyclist died albeit due to brakes failing.

Cllr. J. Simm advised that she and Cllr. N. Spooner were liaising with various organisations regarding travel and read out the section provide in the update attached to the agenda, Annex A
“Active Travel in the Hope Valley – two of our councillors attended a Hope Valley Climate Action (HVCA) event to develop an active travel masterplan which will support and encourage active and sustainable travel modes such as walking and cycling and horse riding. DCC have commissioned Jacobs the consultants to develop an Active Travel Plan over the next six months focusing on postcodes S32 and S33 which will cover the area from Edale and Castleton down to Calver and Eyam. We have been informed that they wish to work closely with HVCA, local authorities including parish councils, and residents to create a plan that meets a local community’s need. Yet it is unclear what funding is available to support this activity. This plan clearly is aimed at encouraging more use of public transport and therefore the discussion moved on to bus and rail service improvements, road safety and traffic issues which clearly impact on our village.”
It was agreed that Cllr. J. Simms to draft and send a letter to Cllr. C. Cupit, DCC on width of buses and other traffic on Winnats. (AP – JS)
Standing Orders Reinstated.
Resident 2 – Raised in brief three points.

1. Brough road closure, signage contains to much data and is confusing. Resident advised to contact James Adams (see above under Police Report)

2. Regarding Highways proposals for parking meters, the four-hour stay should be extended for those that are taking longer walks. It was advised that consideration was being given to varying times at different places, i.e. longer stay at the top of Winnat.

3. Highways TRO, no mention of resident parking permits. It was advised that Highways have been asked to provide this information and details of any scheme.
Resident 1 asked if How Lane had been mentioned in recent discussions as any restrictions would be an issue. It was advised that it had not, and the Parish Council had no intention of requesting a resurrection of the previous plan for How Lane as it proved to be unpopular and that this was previously opposed by the Parish Council.

	Council Matters:
A: Cllr. Simm updating on Bus strategy currently being developed was provided with the agenda on Annex A. The Parish Council were asked if there were any questions? No questions were raised.
Cllr. J. Simm wished to update the Parish Council further on the following:

1. Bamford Hub, it was advised via the HVCA that the consultation had now been completed, it is unclear if Derbyshire County Council is going ahead with concerns raised that no further consultation would take place. Further information will be sought to establish the current and future situation.

2. Working alongside Better Buses for Castleton, there is confusion over the High Peak 62 new bus route, the High Peak shopping bus to run on Thursdays, which is separate to the newly introduced bus from Castleton – Buxton. Further clarification will be sought.

3. Active Travel meeting highlighted other projects such as “Moving On,” which aims to encourage car and lift sharing. Representatives have attended the recent Community Café to chat about this project with residents. We also heard about another new project, “Move More,” focusing on wellbeing with a particular emphasis on walking. 
Parish Council were asked if there were any questions? No questions raised.

B: Cllr Simm updated on the Transport Survey was received. Details of the survey were provided with the agenda on Annex B. The survey has been produced by the Parish Council with input from Better Buses for Castleton Group and Hope Valley Climate Action.

The deadline for returning the survey was discussed, it was agreed that a deadline of 1st July would not be sufficient for residents to consider the contents and respond, that preparations, such as printing, will also factor into the timeline. Printing costs of the survey to be established. Clerk to provide amount set aside in the budget to cover costs incurred. (AP – Clerk)
It was agreed to extend the deadline until the end of August, after which the results will be analysed with a report being produced for the Parish Council meeting scheduled for the 26th September. 
(Prop JS, 2nd ME, unan).
C: Cllr Darlington led on the review of proposals for TRO that was recently received from Highways. An update was provided with the agenda, Annex C.
Following an informal meeting discussing the five proposals the Councillors have agreed recommendations. These recommendations, along with Pros and Cons and copies of each plan displayed, will be shared with residents via a drop-in surgery to be held on the 15th July 7pm – 9pm in the Village Hall. The surgery will give residents the opportunity to input to these plans, raise any concerns, identify any adjustments/improvements to the plans. 

For example:

Plan 1
Peak Cavern car park to Dunscar Lane 

DCC Proposal:
pay and display 9am-5pm, 4h max, 7 days a week (used to be weekends & BHs), 4h

CPC Proposal:
Pay & display 8am-6pm, 4h max, 7 days a week, no O/N parking


Pros:

· time for a shorter walk or use of village amenities

· provides some turnover of spaces

· prevent use by O/N campervans so close to village

· provides some income for DCC Civil enforcement team
Cons:


· spaces not freely available for residents

Cllr. J. Judge entered the meeting.
D: Cllr Eyre update on various parking issues in the Village was received. Previously discussion concerned temporary signage (pending TRO) with funding by Cllr. N. Gourlay. Wording for Old Mam Tor Road proposed such as “Please be respectful of others. Park within bays, take ALL your waste home”. Cllr. M. Eyre to liaise with Cllr Gourlay on funding and producing the signage.

Cllr Eyre raised that the clearway signage is no longer in place at the top and bottom of Winnats, Cllr Eyre to chase Highways for installation of replacements. (AP – ME)
Cllr Darlington asked the Parish Council if they felt it would be productive to meet and exchange experience with other Parish Councils concerning parking issues around the wider Hope Valley. A meeting was originally requested from a Councillor at Bamford but was abandoned by the Bamford Parish Council. It was agreed unanimously by show of hands that this would be of benefit. Meeting to be arranged. (AP – AD)
In addition to the above, Cllr. Darlington and Cllr. Simm attended a meeting with Hope Parish Council on the 3rd June regarding problems with HGV’s. Both Parishes want better signage at the Travellers rest, for different reasons. Hope Parish Council have issues with long vehicles getting stuck on Edale Road, Castleton with HGVs on Winnats Pass. The aim of the meeting was to discuss a possible unified approach. A course of action was agreed that unfortunately has now been overshadowed by the chaos of the Brough Road closure.

E: The Brough Road closure and any issues arising from this was discussed earlier in the meeting. See Police Report above. In addition Cllr. Darlington and Cllr. Simm attended a drop-in session at Bradwell on the 4th June regarding the road closure. Useful contacts were made with Derbyshire County Council who are responsive to issues that we have since experienced in the Village. It was via this meeting the Parish Council obtained/gained agreement for the use of a direct contact of James Adams.
The village email group and Facebook group Concern for Castleton are proving useful in collecting examples and evidence, the Parish Council requests that the residents keep reporting. 
Standing Orders Suspended.
F: An update on the setting up Speedwatch group was provided by Resident 2. It was confirmed that the cost of £500.00 would cover all costs, speed guns, yellow vests etc. That in order to get the project off the ground and gain training at least six volunteers need to be recruited. Ideally twelve volunteers were needed to share the sessions (two groups of six). Feeback from other villages using the scheme has showed there has been an improvement in traffic speed since they introduced the scheme.
There are a couple of things to make the Parish Council aware:
Firstly regarding recruitment, this is proving difficult without the knowledge that the scheme will go ahead, as this is dependent on funding, ideally it is need confirmation that funding would be available.

Secondly, whilst the resident is happy to set up the scheme and remain involved, due to other commitments it could not be guaranteed that continuing to lead the group would always be a possibility therefore a deputy/Councillor would need to be involved and share the Group lead role.

The Parish Council response:

Other options/lines to be considered to gain volunteers would be via the village email group, Peveril Post and Community Café. Regarding funding, spend/request for funding needs to be justified. The Parish Council have agreed to fund a traffic survey, as mentioned in last month’s minutes, the full results should be available soon, these will be analysed and discussed/shared at the next available meeting. most likely 26th September. After the meeting funding options should become clearer.

Cllr Judge is the lead Councillor on the project and agreed to support and cover lead role as and when required. 
Standing Orders Reinstated.
G: There were no new items to review and discuss with the Events Diary.

H: Cllr. Adshead updated on the village defibrillator. The project group have been busy working away and have secured funding. (see Annex A). 

The Parish Council agreed that the AED should be unlocked allowing for easy access.
Jonnie Collins has been instrumental on the project and with the Parish Council approval has offered to take ownership and act for the Parish Council. The Parish Council were thankful for the offer and approved unanimously. (Prop SA, 2nd ME, unan).

I: Cllr Darlington update on flood management planning was given. Flood wardens continue to monitor things and are in regular contact with Derbyshire County Council over drains both improving them structurally and maintenance schedules.
An embryo National Flood Management (NFM) plan is going well with some funding already secured by Moors for the Future, funding is for a scoping study that would determine if a moorland restoration project could improve flood resilience in the village.
J: An update on footpath considered under the 2024/25 PROW scheme was given. The clerk confirmed that the scheme will be running this year, and that notification has been given to PLACE that the Parish Council will be participating. It was agreed at the last meeting that footpath 31, at the top of Squires Lane will benefit, a quote will be obtained. (AP – AD)
Cllr. J. Judge left the meeting.
K: An update on repair of walls at Goosehill Green was given in that a quote is still to be obtained. The contractor has requested photographs of the site. (AP – AD)
L: All Councillors were asked if they had attended the Code of Conduct or other training sessions. Not all have due to various reasons. Clerk to provide a list of training available and dates. Councillors were instructed not to book sessions directly as costs maybe incurred and these will need approval. (AP – Clerk)
M: Communication from PDNP Planning re planning violations reporting portal was noted. A poster was provided and will be posted on the Parish Council noticeboard. A brief discussion took place regarding recent changes in planning regulations, the changes being disused agricultural buildings can be turned into homes and shops without planning permission, under new rules which have just come into force. The changes will see the amount of floorspace that can change from agricultural to ‘flexible commercial use’ without planning permission double from 500 square metres to 1,000.  The number of homes that can be delivered through the conversion of farm buildings will also double from 5 to 10. 
Concerns were raised that Highways will not be included in any consultation which could cause traffic issues on entry/exiting new properties. Cllr J. Stannard understands that this is not the case, that Highways will be involved that more detail is available on the website. Cllr J. Stannard to forward a link to details to all Councillors (AP – JAS). Resident 2 asked if details of the changes could be forwarded, clerk to forward details. (AP – Clerk)
N: There were no urgent issues raised for discussion or resolution.

Annex A

Defibrillator (AED) Report to Castleton Parish Council, 27 June 24

Existing AED in Village Centre Phone Box 

This continues to be available with no issues. The replacement battery installed in November 2023 continues to hold charge. It still shows 100%. 

New AED at Village Hall 

Following the generous offer by Breedons to provide a defibrillator (AED) and cabinet including installation for the Village Hall I have researched how to proceed. Note that a sign acknowledging their contribution will be placed by the AED. The current AED in the telephone box was provided through the Community Heartbeat Trust (CHT) who also provide the on-line reporting portal called WEBNOS. I can see benefits to us using them again for the new AED based on their expertise and keeping the overall position simple by having one point of contact and reporting for both AEDs. AEDs are available from many suppliers, but I do not have the knowledge to choose. Breedons have been in contact with CHT and agreed to make A charitable donation equal to the total cost including delivery. They have the choice of outright purchase or as a Managed Solution which has VAT benefits. The CHT purchase price of their proposed AED and cabinet including delivery is £1,620 + VAT = £1,944. The Managed Solutions Price is £1,720 (a formal quotation has been given). No VAT is charged. If the cabinet is unlocked the price is reduced by £100. The Managed Solution (MSP) option is designed for small communities or those that are community driven (as apart from council driven). In both instance funds are donated to CHT by Breedons. The Manages Solution includes the defibrillator, locked cabinet, signage kit, community training and public liability insurance. The Managed Solutions agreement runs for a minimum of 4 years and cannot be cancelled in this time period. At the end of this period the community can take back the equipment for £1 or ask CHT to continue the Managed Solutions provision. In the event of CHT ceasing trading, the equipment ownership transfers to the community for £1, plus any outstanding VAT. The full terms and conditions can be read at: https://www.communityheartbeat.org.uk/terms-and-conditions The only additional cost is Installation. Breedons wish to use CHT installation at £275 + VAT = £330 

Fundraising 

We already have an offer from Gary (sweet shop) to arrange for collecting tins in the Village businesses. It is my understanding that public fundraising has to be by a charity. CHT will facilitate fund raising for you and hold monies for you. These will be held in a reserve account specifically for your project only. Funds held may only be used for the purpose they have been collected and may not be returned for other uses. Charities are not permitted to return donations. 
Recommendations to Castleton PC 
1. The PC agrees to adopt either the purchase or the Managed Solution as selected by Breedons. 
2. Locked vs unlocked. The AED in the Village is locked because of its location and the high risk of tampering. Many people prefer unlocked cabinets and the theft/tamper risk for an AED at the Village Hall is much lower. I propose the unlocked option. 
3. We channel our fund raising through CHT 
Next Steps 
Assuming that the PC and Breedons accept the recommendations then Breedons will need to make a charitable donation to CHT equal to the Price. Once CHT receive the donation, Castleton PC then order from CHT using their existing online account. The PC also need to sign up for the Fundraising support. Jonnie Collins is happy to take ownership and act for the PC if authorised by the PC to do so.
